This year marks Mr. Baumgartner’s sixth year serving students in the
MICDS community as the Middle School Instrument Music Instructor
and Assistant May Day Director. He received a Bachelor of Arts in
Music and Masters in Education from Truman State University. At
MICDS he teaches the 5th-Grade Exploratory Arts (Band), 6th-Grade
Woodwind and Brass, 7th-Grade Woodwind and Brass, 8th-Grade
Woodwind and Brass class, assists with the Upper School Band, directs
the MICDS Jazz Band, and is a 5th-Grade Advisor. “One of the most
important goals for me as a band director is to help develop young
people into life-long learners, and lovers of music.” Josh was the
2020 recipient of the Mary Institute Class of 1940 Distinguished
Faculty Award. Outside of his responsibilities at the school, his life
continues to revolve around music. He frequently performs with
multiple bands around Saint Louis. He is the Horn Section Leader and
Tenor Saxophonist for jump blues and boogie-woogie band Sweetie &
The Toothaches. Some of his hobbies include gardening, birdwatching,
fishing, and swing dancing.

Mrs. Long is the Upper School Band Director where she is responsible for
concert and athletic bands. She also coordinates the 8th Grade Band and
serves as a woodwind and percussion specialist in the 5th, 6th, and 7th
Grade band classes.
Becky is a former Educational Representative for Palen Music Center and
has also taught at public and private schools throughout Missouri, Illinois,
and New York. She has worked with numerous marching bands and indoor
drumlines and was on staff with the Colts Drum & Bugle Corps in 2004. She
received her Bachelors Degree in Music Education from Illinois Wesleyan
University, Bloomington, IL and a Masters Degree in Music Education from
the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign.  Her most notable
preforming experiences include winning the Concerto-Aria competition at
Illinois Wesleyan and touring with the Phantom Legion Drum & Bugle Corps
and Colts Drum & Bugle Corps. She is often sought after as a clinician,
judge, designer, and drill writer for programs throughout the Midwest and
has presented clinics at the Missouri Tri-M Summit, Palen Music Center
Director's Symposium and Missouri Music Educators Association Annual
Conference.  Becky was the 2020 Recipient of the Dorothy Wray Roberts
1917 Faculty Merit Award.  She was also awarded Summer Sabbatical
Funding from the Mary Institute Class of 1957 Endowed Fund for Faculty
Continuing Education and the Edward M Rivinus Memorial Summer
Sabbatical Fund and will travel to Australia to study Music Education In
2023.
